During a global pandemic, with rates of domestic violence and

lethality rising, access to free and confidential help never meant more.

“Home” isn’t safe for everyone which is why our emergency shelter and

helpline remains open 24/7! Our expert advocates guided survivors

as they called our helpline seeking support, and while navigating our

shelter. During this challenging time, our shelter team made countless

adjustments to keep families healthy and distanced while staying with us.

In Tristina's Words

Before Tristina came to Saving Grace, “home” was a car that she shared
with her abuser and their child. He controlled everything: when she

ate, who she talked to, and when she could change her clothes. When
something went wrong, she and her daughter were forced to sleep

miles out of town on bare land with
only the clothes he scattered along
the dirt road as their shelter.

When child protective services came
to take her daughter, law enforcement
also connected Tristina to Saving
Grace and in her own words;

“This moment changed my family’s
life FOREVER.”
